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Nebraska ASD Network Composition





The Nebraska Department of Education, Special Populations Office, oversees the Nebraska ASD Network. Five ASD Regions have been established in order to serve regional needs. The State ASD Network Coordinator coordinates state and regional training. 





The Nebraska Department of Education also works collaboratively with representatives of the University of Nebraska System.  University professionals serve in an advisory capacity regarding curriculum development.

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Workshops and Training Opportunities:











6th Annual ASD State Conference
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The STEPS program was designed to respond to feedback provided by administrators, educators and families across the state to increase our comprehensive training opportunities.  


STEPS provides training and mentored support to a small number of education professionals serving students on the autism spectrum.  A primary emphasis is placed on building teaming, collaboration and technical assistance skills that may be used in school settings.


Research on effective training shows these combined experiences to be the most effective method of increasing professional’s application of knowledge and practice.  


STEPS participants attend a series of workshops focused on effective practices for students with ASD, as well as receive follow-up site visits by a trained mentor who provide support as participants work on implementing selected strategies and techniques with their current students.  




















The District ASD Leadership Training is designed to provide school districts with guidance and expertise in developing and implementing comprehensive services to their students on the autism spectrum. 


This training provides leadership, time and resources for district-selected teams to develop action plans that will enable their district to make a greater impact on the education of students with an ASD


5 School districts will be selected to participate in the ASD DLLT each year through the application process.  


To be considered, districts need to demonstrate a desire to: improve their services to students with an ASD and dedicate time and personnel to the development of a comprehensive action plan. 





The Training will include 4 workshop dates as well as individually scheduled on-site visits over approximately a one-year period. School district teams will have 5 – 7 members, and MUST include an Administrator who is dedicated to full participation in the Leadership Training.
