guidelines urge change for psychological research
The Journal Article Reporting Standards for Race, Ethnicity, and Culture (JARS-REC) are new standard
incorporated into the APA Style JARS compendium. They offer instructions for addressing race, ethnicity,
and culture within scientific manuscripts. These guidelines stem from the APA's 2021 Apology to People of
Color, which acknowledged the historical role of the APA in perpetuating racism, racial discrimination,
and human hierarchy in the United States. Specifically, the APA Board of Scientific Affairs, in
collaboration with the Publications and Communications Board, established the Working Group for Journal
Reporting Guidelines for Equity, Diversity, Inclusion, and Justice in Psychological Science. This group
included liaisons from several psychological associations, and the final product has been approved as a
collaborative effort conducted in cooperation with the Association for Behavioral and Cognitive Therapies,
the Coalition for the Advancement & Application of Psychological Science, the Society for Behavioral
Medicine, the Society for Neuroscience, the Society for Personality and Social Psychology, the Society for
Research in Child Development, and the Society for Research on Adolescence.

The need for JARS-REC arises from the longstanding recommendation by experts within the field of psychology to
incorporate race, ethnicity, and culture into research, ensuring the contextualization of generalizability and
cultural relevance. The JARS-REC marks a significant stride in addressing the longstanding gaps related to race,
ethnicity, and culture in psychological science by providing clear guidelines for authors, reviewers, and editors.
