e EDPS faculty, staff, and students: The Lincoln-Lancaster County Health Department (LLCHD)
booster dose clinics are now available (1/19, 1/20, 1/21, 1/24, 1/25, 1/26, 1/27, 1/28, 1/31, 2/1). The
Centers for Disease Control and Prevention (CDC) approved a booster dose of Pfizer COVID-19
vaccine at least 5 months after the 2nd dose for all individuals 12 years and above or Moderna COVID-
19 vaccine at least 5 months after the 2nd dose for all individuals 18 years and above. All individuals 18
years and above who have received the single-dose Johnson & Johnson vaccine are recommended to
receive a booster dose at least 2 months after the 1st dose. We do not have a supply of Johnson &
Johnson (Janssen) at LLCHD, so you have three options:

o Schedule an appointment with LLCHD to receive a Pfizer or Moderna booster dose
o Schedule an appointment with a local pharmacy to receive a 2ndJ&J dose

¢ EDPS Graduate Students: Camp Baker at Judge Baker Children’s Center / Harvard Medical School
currently has several graduate-level and undergraduate-level summer training positions available. Camp
Baker is a therapeutic summer program based off of the Summer Treatment Program (STP) model and
is specifically designed for 6-12 year old children with ADHD. The STP has positive effects on the
serious behavioral, social, and academic difficulties exhibited by children diagnosed with ADHD.
Summer trainees at Camp Baker will implement the treatment program in a camp setting for children
with ADHD. They will receive extensive training and experience implementing the research-based
intervention. Students with STP experience are often highly sought-after in graduate training programs
in clinical psychology, social work, medicine, and education. Previous trainees within Camp Baker
have gone into successful careers in all of these fields.

o Camp Baker is currently accepting applications for four roles: 1) Graduate Counselor, 2)
Undergraduate Counselor, 3) Teacher, and 4) Teaching Assistant. Please visit our website for a

o All aspects of the training program are supervised by a licensed clinical psychologist. Trainees
typically gain over 200 hours of experience providing treatment directly to children. Opportunities
for participating in behavioral parent training groups are also available.

o Trainees complete a week-long training prior to the start of treatment and receive ongoing
supervision. Training begins Friday, July 1, 2022 with the July 4th holiday off. Camp Baker runs
from Monday, July 11th and continues through Friday, August 19th, 2022. Trainees typically work
from 7:30am until 4:30pm and stay from 7:30am-6pm one evening per week. Interested applicants
can apply directly on our website: https://campbaker.org/summer-2022-positions/.

e MMY Important to Early Childhood Research at the University of Pennsylvania: The Mental
Measurements Yearbook (MMY) database, published by the Buros Center for Testing, served as the
basis for a systematic review of early childhood measures that examined the extent to which test
developers report evidence of validity and reliability. The study was conducted by a research team at
the Penn Child Research Center at the University of Pennsylvania and published in Early Childhood
Research Quarterly. The authors note the “Mental Measurement [sic] Yearbook provides the most
comprehensive and continuous examination of assessment developers’ development and validation
practices” (Barghaus et al., 2022, p. 287). Since 2015, Dr. Janet Carlson provided consultation to the
research team on various issues concerning test acquisition, classification, eligibility for review, and
other procedural and practical matters. In a recent email to Dr. Carlson, the executive director of the
Penn Child Research Center, Dr. Katherine Barghaus, expressed the team’s appreciation, noting that the
article “highlights several of the strengths of the MMY, the important role it played in our research, and
your thoughtful consultation.”
